Item #1:

Approve Prior Meeting Summary (9/11/06):

Unanimously Approved
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Iltem #2: Wampum Bearer Report (Pete Wasserman - pwasserman@adelphia.net 437-6340):
Pete was unable to attend the meeting. He did relay to Ken Barton that there has not been much
change in the report from the last meeting; however, he does expect a significant change for the
November Report.
Action: Chip Geisler requested that Chiefs use the worksheet forms to track attendance and
payments for Nation events and turn them over to Peter with the money they have collected.
Action: Chiefs who have collected money for dues, the campouts or other events can drop it off at
Tape Services and Ken will place them all in one envelope for Pete to collect.

Item #3: Fall Campout — September 22-24 (Ken Barton - kbarton@tapeservices.com 434-6997):
Chip reviewed the activities of the weekend and thanked Ken Barton for stepping in and
coordinating the event with Sean, the camp director.
Paul mentioned that there was no agenda published in Smoke Signals and members were
uncertain as to what was scheduled for Saturday morning or the assignments for dinner. Chip
suggested that if the agenda could not be printed in Smoke Signals, then an email blast should be
sent to the Nation. In addition, some sort of chain of command needs to be established so that
other Nation officers can fill in for the event coordinator at times he is not available.
Joel Sadler suggested that cabin assignments be posted in advance as had been done in the past
to help campers locate their tribes and cabins.
Discussion was held regarding visitors that were in the camp area. Bill Staib suggested that the
Nation be notified of staff and other employees staying within the camp area. Paul Deyeso
suggested the camp staff be introduced to us so that we know who belongs at the camp. Ken said
that Sean was made aware of our concerns and was willing to work with us to address them.
Bill Cummings suggested that we have someone greet the new members and possibly assign
guests all to one cabin or a tribe with girls with similar ages. Ken suggested Chip assign a “Friday
night” coordinator to greet people and recommended Paul Deyeso for the position.
Ken reported he was able to receive discounts totaling $1,800 for this past weekend. In addition,
any campers that we “sponsor” to attend and check out the organization at no cost will be offered a
“scholarship” by the camp and Pathfinders will not be charged for their attendance. Discussion
was held about sending a thank you note or gift certificate to Sean as a thank you for the reduced
rates received this past weekend.
Bill Staib made a motion to purchase a gift certificate in the amount of $100 to give to Sean. Paul
Deyeso seconded the motion and the vote was unanimous.
Action: Ken Barton to purchase gift certificate and forward to Sean along with a thank you letter.
Action: Chiefs need to get money collected to Pete Wasserman.
Discussion was held about which location the Nation should consider for the spring campout. We
presently have Winaukee scheduled for June 1-3, 2007.
Action: Chiefs should take a vote among their tribes to see if there is a preference between
Camp Wicosuta or Camp Winaukee.

Action: All chiefs need to have all participants fill out a registration form and a waiver form and
return them to Dave Rollins or Pete Wasserman with the dues for 2006-2007.

Dave Rollins distributed a list of new members and asked if chiefs have received new member
forms or have other names to forward the information to him. If so, please forward information to
Dave via electronic means.
The goal is to assign the new members to tribes this week.
Ken, Chip and Dave plan to spend a few minutes after the meeting to place the new members.

T-shirts were handed out at the campout. Chip asked how the shirts would be distributed to those
not at campout. Chiefs should contact Ken for additional requests.
Ken explained that the cost is $10 per shirt, except for those that joined within the past year or
those that received a “defective” shirt within the past year. Action: Chiefs are responsible for
collecting the money for the t-shirts and turning it over to Pete Wasserman.
Ken and Rob will be coordinating the printing of names on the rear of the shirts. They are
scheduled to do a test within the next two weeks and then will provide the materials and
information to tribes about the process.
