Mohican History:  

 
     The name Mohican, pronounced "muh-HEE-can, 
comes from the word Muheconneok, which means 

"from the waters that are never still."  The Mohicans 
lived along the banks of the Hudson River, in what is 
now New York State.  The Mohicans were driven 
west by colonial pressures, first to Massachusetts, 
then to Wisconsin.  Most of the tribe still live in 
Wisconsin, although some remain in New York and 
Massachusetts.  
     Although the Mohican Indians all speak English 
today, in the past they spoke their own language.  
See the box on the right for some examples of a few 
common words used by the Mohicans. 
     Children of the Mohican tribe did the same things 
any children do--play with each other, go to school 
and help around the house.  They had dolls and 
toys, such as miniature bows and arrows and hand-
held ball games. 
     The Mohicans lived 
in small round buildings 
called wikkums, or 
wigwams.  The 
Mohican tribe is known 
for their beadwork and 
basketry.   
     The Mohicans were 
farming people.  The 
women did most of the 
harvesting (corn, 
squash, beans and 
sunflower seeds) and 
cooking (soup, 
cornbread, and trail 
mix).  Mohican men did 
most of the hunting, shooting deer, moose, turkeys, 
and small game. 
     The Mohicans usually wore a beaded headband 
with a feather or two in it.  Mohican men and women 
both wore their hair in two long braids.  Men 
sometimes wore a “Mohawk” before going into 
battle.  Mohican women wore skirts with leggings, 
and the men wore breechcloths with leather pant 
legs tied on. 
     Today, some Mohican people still have a 
traditional headband, but they wear modern clothes 
like jeans instead of breechcloths and they only 
wear feathers in their hair on special occasions, like 
a dance.  
     The Mohicans used dugout canoes to travel on 
the Hudson River.  When they were on dry land, the 
Mohicans usually just walked, or used sleds and 
snowshoes to help them in the winter.  Today, of 
course, Mohican people also use cars.
