History of the Tribe:       

The tribe was founded in 2003 by Scott “Six Foot Warrior” 
Colby.  We’ve been together for 3 years and enjoy our 
tribe meetings as well as the nation events.  Our favorite 
nation events are the campouts because there are so 

many fun things to do.  Our next tribe meeting will be a 
factory tour of the Life is Good factory in Hudson, NH.  
We will get to see how they make there clothes and will 
also get to make our own customized T-shirt.  Maybe 
we’ll use our Indian names!! 

We also want to tell you a little bit about the Chinook 
Indians who we are named after: 
The Chinook Indians lived in Oregon near the Pacific 
Ocean.  They lived on the shores of the Columbia River.  
There were upper river and lower river Chinooks.  They 
ate salmon, bird eggs, deer, and parts of weeds and 
roots.  They also lived in either teepees or long houses.  
For clothing they wore flattened cedar bark, grass, or 
animal skins.  It also rained a lot.  They built canoes and 
painted them.  They were made out of Redwood trees 
and each canoe could hold sixty men! 

Chinook Indians were also known for being peaceful 
people who did not like conflict.  Pretty much all men 
were fisherman.  These Indians flattened their babies 
heads by putting them on a cradle board and wrapping a 
scarf around them.  The top of their heads were only 2 
inches thick after 10 months!  The Chinook language was 
rich in words and grammar.  It was a lot like English.  
Many traders used this language to communicate 
resulting in what was called Chinook jargon.  Today there 
are still Chinook people living in Washington State.  
There are more than 2,000 Chinook people living there.
